A powerful tool for personal evangelism
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The PRAYER OF THREE
What is the prayer of Three?

The Prayer of Three is a simple tool for personal evangelism.  It combines intercessory prayer with direct personal evangelism.

It is not a new idea! It is simply something that few Christians are actually taught to do.

How does it work?

In the Prayer of Three, you and two prayer partners will agree in prayer for a selected group of lost souls. In prayer, you will call out to God for their souls, bind the hand of the enemy and release God’s Grace into the life of those you are trying to reach.  Next, you will make personal contact with the people you have targeted. You will be God’s messenger bringing the Gospel of Jesus to these people.  You will see new lives come to Jesus Christ.
Why do we pray so much?
Prayer is the most powerful weapon given by God to Christians.  In the life of Daniel (Chapters 9-10) we see a good example of what can be done by one man who prays.  Although demonic forces opposed him, Daniel’s persistent prayer over a month caused angelic forces to gain victory over armies of darkness. 

What should our attitude be?
Using Daniel as an example, here are some good ideas:

1. Carry the lost person in our heart.

Dan 9:3

3
So I turned to the Lord God and pleaded with him in prayer and petition, in fasting, and in sackcloth and ashes.
Take a personal interest. Look at the situation of each person you are trying to reach. What things are binding them, enslaving or destroying them. What spiritual forces are at work?
2. Confess the sins of other people as if they were your own.

Dan 9:5

5
we have sinned and done wrong. We have been wicked and have rebelled; we have turned away from your commands and laws.
Daniel confessed sins he did not commit! Confess your own sins, and the sins of those you are trying to reach. Repent on their behalf. You may also need to repent on behalf of those in authority in their life. This motivates our own hearts, and God’s heart.

3. Seek God’s Mercy
4. Dan 9:18

18
Give ear, O God, and hear; open your eyes and see the desolation of the city that bears your Name. We do not make requests of you because we are righteous, but because of your great mercy.

Appropriate Biblical promises like 1 Corinthians 10:5 and John 16:8    As a lawyer represents his client before the judge, so represent the person you want to reach before heaven. This is the ministry of reconciliation.

5. Engage in battle in the spiritual realm by your persistence.

Dan 10:12-13

12
Then he continued, "Do not be afraid, Daniel. Since the first day that you set your mind to gain understanding and to humble yourself before your God, your words were heard, and I have come in response to them.

13
But the prince of the Persian kingdom resisted me twenty-one days. Then Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help me, because I was detained there with the king of Persia.

As you declare war in the spiritual realm, remember the words of the Lord in 

Ezek 22:30
"I looked for a man among them who would build up the wall and stand before me in the gap on behalf of the land so I would not have to destroy it, but I found none.’    Often all God is looking for is someone to stand in the gap.

DOING THE PRAYER OF THREE
The Prayer of Three is simply a covenant (promise) between three people and The Lord to intercede in prayer on behalf of specific lost souls.  
The covenant is for one month. Why do we take a whole month to pray? Because the real reasons people don’t accept Christ have to do with spiritual blindness. The God of this world has blinded them.  Successful evangelism begins with powerful prayer.

· Join with two other believers in a covenant of prayer evangelism. You may want to ask members of your cell group to join you. Ask God will show you those you should have on your team.

· Each of the three team members should select three unsaved people. These may be family members, neighbors, co-workers, or any acquaintances.  Allow the Holy Spirit to direct you to those you should select. The members of the group share the names with each other, so they can all agree together.  

· Ask God to give you a burden for prayer, and powerful anointings.

· Each team member should pray EVERY day for the souls of those targeted by the team, especially the three he or she has personally chosen.

·  At least once per week, the three team members should also meet together for at least an hour of team intercessory prayer. Pray specifically for the conver​sion of those 9 people. Engage in spiritual warfare to see these people saved. Ask God to reveal strongholds that bind these people. Bind every power that is in opposition to salvation and to neutralize them in the name of Jesus.  Ask for every spirit that blocks the revelation of the gospel to be bound and destroyed in the name of Jesus. Ask God to send his Holy Spirit to convict them of sin and bring them to repentance.

· It is important to agree as a team to times of fasting.

After thirty days of prayer, each person should contacted, and God’s love shared. The gospel should be shared in a relationship manner, and you may wish to invite them to church or cell group, or a special event. This should be discussed with your cell leaders, and a plan developed. The person to make this contact should be the person who has been in prayer and intercession.
· Use the attached form as a tool of accountability. Make copies for each team member. Be sure to give your Cell Leader or Connection Ministry Overseer a copy.
God will use you to do miracles!
